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JLEEHZ: CHILDREN SUNDAY SCHOOL

Sunday School isn't just a memory; it's where we
first encounter God and His love. It is also where
the seeds of biblical truth were planted in us and
where the roots of our faith dug deep into the soil
of our souls. Do you still remember what Sunday
School was like and how it impacted your life?

For me, Sunday School holds a particularly dear
placein my heart. It'swhere | grew and learned the
stories of the Bible in a way that built a foundation
and understanding of God's word in my heart.
It's also where | witnessed the dedication of my
grandfather, the late Brother Hendry Kan Sin Tuck,
and my mom, the late Sister Amy Kan Lai Peng, as
teachers in the Sunday School. Their love for God
and their commitment to this ministry has left an
indelible mark on me, and planted a growing seed
of passion for children.

The journey of Setapak Methodist Church's
Sunday School began in 1974, alongside a prayer
meeting at the home of the late Mr. and Mrs. Loh
Hun Swee. By God’'s guidance, my grandfather
eventually started his journey serving as the
principal of the Sunday School from 1985 to 2011.
Seeing my mom carry on my grandfather's legacy
and now taking on the role myself, | am reminded
of God’'s faithfulness across generations. It's
a blessing to be part of this ministry and God's
great commission as written in Matthew 28:18-20:

“And Jesus came and said to them, ‘All authority
in heaven and on earth has been given to me.
Go therefore and make disciples of all nations,
baptizing them in the name of the Father and
of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, teaching them
to observe all that | have commanded you. And
behold, | am with you always, to the end of the
age."”

Today, Sunday School remains a vibrant part
of our church community, offering a joyful and
engaging environment for children to learn about
God. It is a place for children to freely love, laugh,
and learn. Each week, we gather for worship and
dive into age-appropriate Bible lessons tailored
for children aged 4-12. Classes for Bible lessons
are categorized according to age group. Recently,
we introduced a new approach by incorporating
animal-themed classes. Each class is named after
an animal, representing unique characteristics
that serve as metaphors for developing godly
character and conduct:

Little Lambs (Ages 4-6): Learning to recognize the
Shepherd’s voice and follow Him. As described in
John 10:27, “My sheep (lamb) listen to my voice;
I know them, and they follow me.” Children of
this age are seen to have a pure and moldable
heart towards God. We hope that the children will
experience and enjoy God's love and care.

Giraffes (Ages 7-8): Giraffes are tall and have big
hearts as well as strong limbs. The children are
taught to have a big heart for God, to stand firmin
their faith, and to be strong against challenges and
the enemy. “Be on your guard; stand firm in the
faith; be courageous; be strong.” - 1 Corinthians
16:13

Elephants (Ages 9-10): Representing wisdom,
steadfastness, and gentleness. Children learn
that God's word is the best source of wisdom.
They are taught to “Put on then, as God'’s chosen
ones, holy and beloved, compassionate hearts,
kindness, humility, meekness, and patience... Let
the word of Christ dwell in you richly, teaching
and admonishing one another in all wisdom...” as
written in Colossians 3:12-16.

Eagles (Ages 11-12): Inspiring children to be
visionary, courageous leaders who soar above
life's challenges with wisdom and strength from
God. “But those who hope in the Lord will renew
their strength. They will soar on wings like eagles;
they will run and not grow weary, they will walk
and not be faint.” - Isaiah 40:31

Through these animal representations, children
are encouraged to learn and embody these
attributes, applying them to their daily lives as
they grow in their faith journey.

Apart from regular classes, we also celebrate
special occasions such as Easter, Christmas and
Chinese New Year. Additionally, we organize kids'
camps, offering dedicated time for children to
deepen their relationship with God in a focused
and immersive setting.

Sunday school currently has an average of 40
children and 15 teachers. We are also grateful for
the teachers who have dedicated their love, time,
and effort to teach the children. Sunday School is
a life-changing ministry not only for the children
but also the teachers.
